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Introduction

The Catholic National office for Social Communications -CSC- was established in 2003 by the Episcopal Bish-
ops’ conference of Cambodia. Former Bishop Emile Destombes. MEP, is first the president of the commission 
for Social communications from 2003-2009. The Bishop has appointed  Fr. Omer Geraldo, Yarumal mission-
aries’ society as the national director to take charge of this project of Media Communication of the Catholic 
Church in Cambodia. After 6 years of the mission,  Father Omer had built a team, initiated programs and re-
paired and renovated the CSC office.  In the year 2009             Fr. Omer   left Cambodia  to fulfill new missions 
in Columbia. The Episcopal Bishop conference of Cambodia has appointed Lay peoples to be in charge  as the 
national director and appointed a priest, Bishop delegate to the CSC, as spiritual guide and since 2010, Bishop 
Oliver Schmitthaeulser of MEP  took over from Bishop Emile  as the president of the Commission for Social 
Communication of the Catholic Church in Cambodia. 

The Catholic National Office for Social Communications – CSC- was recognized as Signis Cambodia, a mem-
ber of Signis world since 2004. In 2010 The C.S.C was recognized by the Ministry of cults and religion of the 
Kingdom of Cambodia, as the Catholic National Office for Social Communications of the Catholic Church in 
Cambodia.

The Monthly Catholic newspaper, is the only one  in Cambodia to be  first issued and  published since 2003, 
with 8 pages for 3000 copies. In 2007, the Messenger is formally recognized by the Ministry of Information 
of the Kingdom of Cambodia, so we added from the 8 pages up to 20 pages, with the same 3. 000 copies. The 
Messenger has distributed them to all Catholic parishes in Cambodia in different libraries or universities in 
Phnom Penh and Newsstands. The Messenger is the voice of the Catholic Church in Cambodia.

We have the experience of doing Live broadcast during the Episcopal ordination and live streaming on www.
facebook.com/catholiccambodia  for certain important events of the church in which it can allow thousands of  
people to join our ceremony online. 

All video have also been burnt on DVDs and hence they have been distributed to dioceses and parishes.  

In the year 2016, we have produced some 40 video on  news events of the Church. The video were posted on 
Facebook, and Youtube.  There are about 30 videos have  been burned on DVDs. The CSC has dubbed the 
voice in Khmer on the movie of Mother Teresa of Calcutta in order to be screened during the pontification of 
Mother Teresa as a saint and the movie about social teaching at St. Paul’s Institute. There are about 50 photo 
albums having been made. 
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The Emmanuel radio program is a voice of the Catholic Church in Cambodia, one hour’s broadcasting  daily 
on 7 FM stations in the provincial cities of Kampong Thom, Siem Reap, Battambang, Kampong Cham, Siha-
noukville, Kampot  and Phnom Penh capital city.  
In 2011, the CSC National office has extended  new chances in order to start radio programs in the Khmer 
Language broadcasting on Radio Veritas Asia. It is RVA Khmer service  broadcasting daily on Short-Wave (SW 
from the Philippines with a 30-minute duration). In 2014, RVA Khmer Service started 24-hour broadcasting on 
the RVA website. Through the radio program, the Good News of God can reach out  to the Cambodian people 
in the targeted area. Listeners have called in to ask questions about the Church and gospels.   Those who are 
far from the Church can listen to Sunday gospels clearly, some of whom called in  for more information and 
thereby they came to the Church to be taught the catechism.

It is one hour’s radio program with different contents talked directly about the 
lives of the Catholic Church in Cambodia and Gospel values, News and Social contents. The Emmanuel radio 
program then extended from weekly to daily broadcasting on seven commercial FM radio stations throughout 
Cambodia.

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AUDIENCE FEEDBACK: 

Mr. Soeurng Sengtouch, a farmer in Siem Reap province-Northern of Phnom Penh:  I have started listening 
to the program of Veritas Asia Khmer Service for about three years. When I listened to the program, I have 
acquired knowledge of life preparations, personal hygiene and social life. For the first time, I seemed to be 
a weak man. After listening to the program I can help make the program known and do little training for 
my community what I have received from RVA Khmer. In order for them to learn to understand, especially 
about culture and traditions. I do not want the program to be changed, but instead I want the RVA Khmer 
to initiate more topics, in particular training, social studies… In the end, I would like the RVA Khme to 
increase frequencies, so it can hear clearly.

Ms. Run Rasmey, a Craftwoman in Kompong Thom province-Central of Camboida: First, I like to listen-
ing to the homily, when priest expounded some passages have related to me. Father always said please do 
not forget to say your prayer to God. Another program regarding pastoral affairs and yet another program 
is public opinion, namely we can share our ideas. I don’t have any request because I am satisfied with the 
program. 

Mr. Sarin, Vallager in Thbong Khmum Province- Eastern of Phnom Penh : I listen to the program of the 
RVA Khmer, it broke the news and broadcast them.  When I listened to it, I told all Christian in my Church 
to turned radio on. When I listened to the RVA Khmer, I have changed of heart and encouragement to teach 
my followers. I instructed them and proclaimed the Word of God in a manner in which I made preparations.  
It is not a big deal, in a week for few verses. I listened to the Word of God, Homily and the news about 
Catholic Church serving the poor and Cambodian society.

Miss. Meas Thavy, Pre-school teacher in Kompong Som province-South-West of Phnom Penh: I liked 
most listening when priests gave the homily of each spiritual life, prompting me to change a lot. Because 
I listened to the program, I helped communication the program to the others. That is, if they have any in-
terest, they can listen to it because it has a lot of good ideas.  Finally, I would like to ask youth to learn to 
understand and reflect on which points are important and so please you the youth consider the points they 
have chosen.

Mr. Khom Ban, Farmer in Thbong Khmum Province- Eastern of Phnom Penh: I seemed to have interest in 
the radio because I heard from my pastor. When he shared about the Word of God, it touched my heart very 
much. What he spoke seemed to have awaked my consciousness. I gained an experience and since my old 
way has changed, it seemed to be a light.  In the end, I would like the Catholic Church runs RVA to extend 
more time in broadcasting the program.  So that the others can listen to the Word of God. I noticed a point 
in what he spoke showed that he has a firmer faith.
