Socheat has been staying at the
Light of Mercy Center for two years now and he is
studying in 6th grade at one NGO, called “Krousa
Thmey,” meaning “new family”.

Socheat can use E-mail, skype and download
some applications to install on the computer. Con-
sequently, he has downloaded a program which is
able to guide the blind with sounds.

Ms. Sreyneang said there are 45 students
under the age of 24 who are staying in the cen-
ter right now. The Light of Mercy is a place that
welcomes especially kids who are deaf, blind and
physically disabled. The center was established in
1997 under the support of the Jesuits.
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
